     The U.S. Department of Agriculture's Agricultural Marketing 
Service (AMS) announced that offers for deli-style turkey breast, 
for school lunch and other domestic food nutrition assistance 
programs were rejected due to market conditions.  
 
 It was also announced that purchases under this program are 
suspended due to market conditions.  However, participants should 
retain bid documents for future purchases.
