
Do my dairy cows have to be organic from the last third of 
gestation?  
 
Dairy cows must be organic from the last third of gestation when: 
1.  You intend to market the dairy animals for slaughter; 
2.  You converted an entire, distinct herd to organic; thereafter, all dairy 
animals must be under organic management from the last third of gestation. 
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
