Destination quantities are estimates and are subject
to adjustment based on offerings, changes in recipient need,
market conditions, and program operations. Delivery by mechanically
refrigerated trucks or railcars is optional to the contractor,
except for those destination(s) which specify delivery by truck only
or rail only.
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Cut-up (221240) - Frozen cut-up chickens, 8 pieces, without necks
and giblets. Cut-up chickens must be produced from ready-to-cook
broiler/fryer chickens which weigh 2.50 to 3.75 pounds (1.13 to 1.70
kg) without necks and giblets.
