Heavy processing schedules for Saturday are
as planned if weather permits. In the parts structure, breast items were in the tightest position with some buyers

astonished at premium asking prices for bone-in breasts. Wings were at least sufficient and the remaining items were no
more than adequate. In production areas, live supplies were moderate. Weights were desirable to heavier than normal.

SOUTHERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS Trade sentiment was at least
steady. Demand was fair to moderate as predictions for more severe
winter weather may further influence movement. Supplies were ad-
equate to tight. Due to heavy snow, numerous plants throughout

Southern region were closed with some reports of several houses
being down. Processing scheduled for Saturday will occur only if
weather permits. In the parts structure, trading covered the full range
with breast items receiving best interest and wings slow. Availability
was tight for breast cuts, at least adequate for all others. In production
areas, live supplies were moderate. Weights were mostly desirable.

WESTERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS The market tone was aboul
steady. Preliminary majority prices were unchanged. Offerings were
adequate overall with light weights in the closest position. Sizes trended
heavy. Inclement weather conditions in some processing areas tem-
porarily curtailed operations; but better weather was forecasted for the
weekend and slaughter schedules, where halted, expected to resume.
Demand by stores was fairly good where featured otherwise just fair,
moderate to fairly good by restaurants, best by fast food. Dealers
anticipated fair weekend carryovers. Breasts were firm, wings weak
and leg quarters about steady.

MIDWEST REGION BROILER/FRYERS Preliminary majority prices for
nextweek’s trading into Chicago were 2 cents higher from last Monday's
prices, TFEWR to report elsewhere. Trade sentiment was steady to
firm. Offerings were light as processors in the South and East are
down or at less than full production due to winter storms. Buyer needs
limited with most able to procure product ahead the storm. Retail de-
mand was light to fair. Food service demand in a full range. Floor stocks
were adequate, sizes desirable. Supplies of parts were adequate, wings
ample. Trade sentiment was fully steady to firm on breast items, weak
on wings and steady on the remainder.

NORTHEAST REGION BROILER/FRYERS Trucklot buying activity on
ready-to-cook whole broiler/fryers was about moderate as effects from
this week’s storm continued to influence trading. Offerings were still
mostly short of full needs. Retail and distributive movement was fair
at best. The market tone was fully steady to firm yet cautious. In the
parts market, supplies of wings continued to mount. All other parts
were tight to about adequate, however premium asking prices on
bone-in breasts were meeting some buyer resistance.

DELMARVA BROILER/FRYERS Movement of ready-to-cook whole birds
was just fair into normal channels of distribution; however, recent plant
closings on Delmarva and ongoing closings caused by bitter winter
conditions in nearby production centers combine to limit availability.
Live supplies were moderate to heavy; weights were generally heavier
than desired. Processing schedules were extremely heavy as most
plants planned full operations both today and tommorrow. Less than
trucklot asking prices were 1 cent higher at 47 to 59 cents. Trade
sentiment was mostly firm. Inthe parts complex, the bulk of items were
no more adequate. Wings remained in excess.
