SOUTHERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS Trade sentiment was steady
at best with caution. Movement was slow to fair with light trading.
Supplies were at least sufficient and discounted, but still continued to
exceed demand. Processing schedules were full-time to heavy with
many plants operating over the weekend to compensate for down
times last week. In the parts structure, breastitems were in the weak-
est condition with supplies adequate to ample. Wings were irregular,
but mostly slow to move and leg items were in better shape with
balanced supplies. In production areas, live supplies were moderate.
Weights were desirable to heavy, mostly desirable.

WESTERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS The market tone was about
steady. Preliminary majority prices were unchanged from last Friday.
Offerings of whole body under 3 pounds were adequate with heavier
weights ample and discounted. Buying activity was fair. Demand was
light to moderate for whole body and moderate to fairly good for parts,
best to cover features. Dealers anticipated satisfactory weekend
clearances. The market tone was barely steady to weak on wings
and breasts with the balance of parts generally steady.

MIDWEST REGION BROILER/FRYERS Preliminary majority prices for
next week’s trading into Chicago slightly lower, TFEWR elsewhere.
Whole fryer trade sentiment was cautiously steady to weak, mostly
weak. Offerings heavy on large sized product, limited on lighter weight
birds. Buyer interest was generally light. Demand into all channels was
slow to fair at best. Features noted in Ohio on leg quarters at 29 cents,
in Michigan wogs at 39 cents, limit 3 and whole fryers at 59 cents. Floor
stocks were fully adequate to ample, sizes desirable. Supplies of all
parts adequate. Trade sentiment was steady on dark meat items, barely
steady to weak on the balance.

NORTHEAST REGION BROILER/FRYERS Trucklot buying activity on
ready-to-cook whole broiler/fryers was generally quiet heading into the
weekend. Available offerings consisted mainly of larger sized birds and
some discounting was taking place. Movement into retail and distribu-
tive channels was light and most dealers indicated little to no improve-
ment for the first of the month. The market tone was cautious and steady
at best. In the parts market, wings and breast items continued more
than adequate to ample. Dark meat was about adequate.

DELMARVA BROILER/FRYERS Movement of ready-to-cook whole birds
was light to fair at best. Offerings ranged fully adequate to readily avail-
able mainly on the 3.5 to 4 pound sizes. Live supplies were moderate to
heavy; weights were desirable to heavier than desired. Processing
schedules were heavy when combined with operations planned for
Saturday. Less than trucklot asking prices were unchanged at 49 to 61
cents. Trade sentiment was barely steady to weak. In the parts com-
plex, breast items were generally noted as in excess. Wings remained
ample and competitively priced. Leg items were in good balance and
clearing satisfactorily.

Wings
remained available. Retail and distributive movement was usually slow to fair. Some features were planned for next week in hopes of
stimulating movement. The market tone was weak for breast items and wings and steady for the balance.
