Trade sentiment was mostly steady to instances fully steady in the West. Retail demand was slow to at times
good. Food service was moderate to good in anticipation of seasonal holiday movement. Supplies were at least
sufficient to available with shipping disruptions and computer problems noted in the Northeast. In the parts
structure, offerings of bone-in breasts were limited and usually garnered premium price levels when located.
Boneless skinless breasts were occasionally short to balanced. The remainder of items were at least adequate.
In production areas, live supplies were moderate. Weights were mixed, but generally desirable.

BROILER EGGS SET IN 15 SELECTED STATES DOWN SLIGHTLY
Commercial hatcheries in the 15-State weekly program set in
incubators 183 million eggs during the week ending May 6, 2000.
This was down slightly from the eggs set the corresponding week a
year earlier. Average hatchability for chicks hatched during the week
was 82 percent. Average hatchability is calculated by dividing chicks
hatched during the week by eggs set three weeks earlier.

BROILER CHICKS PLACED UP 3 PERCENT

Broiler growers in the 15-State weekly program placed 150 million
chicks for meat production during the week ending May 6, 2000.
Placements were up 3 percent from the comparable week in 1999.
Cumulative placements from January 2, 2000, through May 6, 2000,
were 2.63 billion, up 1 percent from the same period a year earlier.

NORTHEAST  Trucklot buying activity on ready-to-cook whole broiler/
fryers was generally moderate. Offerings ranged adequate to ample
with smaller birds in the longest position. Movement into retail and
distributive channels was fair to good. The market tone remained
steady. In the parts market, bone-in breasts continued to tighten.
Boneless, skinless breasts ranged adequate to occasionally short.
All other items were at least adequate.

SOUTHERN Trade sentiment was steady. Retail demand was fair
to moderate, best for features. Food service was moderate to good
due to anticipated Mother’s Day movement and fast food specials.
Supplies were usually sufficient for trade needs. In the parts
structure, breast items were becoming limited in availability with
seasonal interest often noted. The remaining items were more than
sufficient for the light buying interest. In production areas, live
supplies were moderate. Weights were desirable to heavy, but
mostly desirable.

MIDWEST Whole broiler/fryer trade sentiment was steady.
Additional whole bird and wog offerings adequate for the limited
buyer needs. Movement into retail channels irregular, slow to
moderate. Food service demand good overall and meeting
expectations. Floor stocks adequate to ample, sizes desirable to
heavier than desired. Parts trading mixed, light to moderate on all
items, best for features. Retail features reported in Ohio and
Chicago on split breasts at 99 cents and boneless/skinless breasts
at $1.99. Supplies were adequate and noted as more balanced on
all items. Trade sentiment steady to instances firm on whole
breasts, steady on balance of items.

WESTERN Market tone steady on regular commitments and fully
steady on new negotiations. Offerings easily adequate. Demand by
stores moderate best to cover ads, fairly good by restaurants best to
cover Mother’s Day needs. Floor stocks adequate. Market tone
generally steady on parts with breasts in the strongest position.

DELMARVA Movement of ready-to-cook whole birds was mostly fair
to moderate. Seller offerings were fully sufficient for current inquiry;
however, some shipments continued to be disrupted as a result of
computer problems. Live supplies were mostly moderate; weights
were mixed in a full range of light to heavy. Processing schedules
were moderate to moderately heavy. Less than trucklot asking
prices were unchanged at 56 to 68 cents. Trade sentiment was
mostly steady. In the parts complex, breast items, particularly bone-
in tightened and available offerings were held with confidence.
Other items were adequate and in fairly good balance.
