WESTERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS The market tone was steady.
Regular commitments traded at unchanged prices with new
negotiations higher. Offerings overall adequate. Discount levels not
as steep as last week. Retail demand moderate by stores, restau-
rants moderate to good best to cover Mother’s Day weekend needs.
