MIDWEST REGION BROILER/FRYERS Preliminary majority prices for
next week’s deliveries into Chicago were unchanged from last
Monday'’s final. The market tone on whole broilers was steady. Offer-
ings of additional product varied, but fully sufficient for trade needs.
Movement into all sectors was spotty, mostly light to moderate, in-
stances fairly good into a few food service outlets. Floor stocks were
adequate to long with sizes desirable. Offerings of parts items though
limited and held with confidence were adequate for trade needs with
wings moving best. The trade sentiment was mostly steady on all
items.

NORTHEAST REGION BROILER/FRYERS Trucklot buying activity on
ready-to-cook whole broiler/fryers increased entering the weekend,
but was generally no better than moderate. Offerings of the 3.5 pound
and heavier birds were available, however, the lighter sizes were bet-
ter balanced to no more than adequate. Movement through retail and
distributive channels was only fair at best. The market tone was fully
steady on the lighter weights, about steady on the heavier birds. Inthe
parts complex, bone-in breasts ranged tight to closely balanced, and
boneless-skinless breasts were about adequate to well cleared.
Wings saw better call moving into the bowl weekend, but supplies
were more than sufficient. Dark meat cuts were at least sufficient,
although, thighs were in the best position.

WESTERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS The market tone was fully steady.
Trading for next week'’s deliveries on regular commitments at mainly
unchanged prices with new negotiations generally higher. Offerings
were adequate. Retailer demand was moderate overall, best to cover
features. Dealers anticipated moderate weekend carryovers. The
market tone was fully steady on breasts with balance of parts generally
steady. Ads noted: Southern California - whole body 57, whole cut-up
79, leg quarters 69 (10# bags 290-480), drumsticks 79-99, thighs 99,
wings 89-99, split breasts 159, boneless breasts 167-179, boneless
thighs 97, boneless leg meat 99-118, ducks 179; Northern California -
thighs 99, IQF boneless thighs 4# bag 699, drumsticks 99, whole legs
109, wing drummettes 199 roasters 99; Denver - whole body 119,
thighs 69, drumsticks 69, boneless breasts 249, IQF wings 4# bag
599; Arizona - whole body 69, leg quarters 49 (10# bag 390), thighs 99,
drumsticks 99, wings 99 (IQF 4# bag 599) split breasts 87-239, boneless
breasts 179-399.

SOUTHERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS Trade sentiment was generally
steady. Demand into all areas was moderate at best with retail ads and
fast food specials receiving most interest. Supplies were well bal-
anced to satisfy trade needs. In the parts structure, breast items were
tight for fronts and bone-in, close balanced for boneless skinless with
all clearing well. Wings were still moving, but caution was noted, and
dark meat was mixed, tight for thighs and thigh meat. In production
areas, live supplies were moderate at weights desirable to heavy with
some plants processing tomorrow to avoid or adjust weight problems.

DELMARVA BROILER/FRYERS Movement of ready-to-cook whole birds
increased, but was generally noted as unaggressive and about normal
preceeding aweekend. Seller offerings were adequate to short on the
3 pound sizes; fully adequate on the heavier weights. Live supplies
were about moderate; weights were often heavier than desired. Pro-
cessing schedules were moderate to moderately heavy. Less than
trucklot asking prices were unchanged at 52 to 66 cents. Trade senti-
ment was steady to fully steady. Breast cuts, particularly bone-in con-
tinued to clear well. Wings, livers and gizzards were available. Legs,
leg quarters and drums were adequate. Thighs were irregularly
balanced.
