NATIONAL BROILER  MARKET AT-A-GLANCE
Majority prices were unchanged when compared to previous week.  Trade sentiment was mixed, but mostly steady to about
steady.  Demand into retail and food service covered the full range with best interest for ads and fast food promotions.  Supplies
were usually more than sufficient with heavier weights frequently in the longest position.  In the parts structure, trading was light
and selective and markets monitored as news of the Russian ban circulated.  Supplies of all items were at least adequate or
available to handle present needs.  In production areas, live supplies were moderate.  Weights were desirable to heavy, mostly
desirable.

DELMARVA BROILER/FRYERS  Movement of ready-to-cook whole birds
was no better than fair.  Seller offerings were fully adequate and in
fairly good balance at most plants.  Live supplies were at least moder-
ate; weights were mostly desirable to heavy.  Processing schedules
were moderately heavy.  Less than trucklot asking prices were un-
changed at 47 to 61 cents.  Tradesentiment was mostly steady.  In the
parts complex, all items were adequate for current needs.

WESTERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS  The market tone was barely
steady.  Regular commitments reported at generally unchanged prices,
however new negotiations were at unchanged to generally lower prices,
particularly on heavy WOGs.  Offerings of whole product over 3 pounds
were ample for current needs and lighter weights generally adequate.
Buying interest was somewhat lighter but overall fair.  Demand by res-
taurants were fairly good best into fast food segments, stores moder-
ate overall.  Dealers reported satisfactory weekend clearances.  The
Los Angeles negotiated WOGs weighted averages was 50.82 down
1.05 with 31 loads reported down 3 percent from last week.  Trading on
parts reported at:  leg quarters bulk 19.5-22 and 4/10s 22.5-26, breasts
bone-in 69-74 and boneless 117-120, small quantities of bulk drum-
stick reported on bulk around the mid 30s.

MIDWEST REGION BROILER/FRYER  Final majority prices for this week’s
deliveries were unchanged into all areas with Ohio TFEWR. Trade
sentiment on whole fryers was about steady.  Offerings of light weight
birds adequate, heavier weight product readily available.  Retail de-
mand was mixed, light to instances good.  Food service movement
was fair to instances good, best into fast food channels and where
featured.  Floor stocks were adequate to instances ample in Chicago.
Weights were desirable.Trade sentiment on breast items barely
steady, unsettled on wings, steady to fully steady on leg quarters.

SOUTHERN  REGION  BROILER/FRYERS   Trade sentiment was steady
at best.  Demand following the weekend was light to fair, best where
featured, with needs being assessed and market developments closely
watched.  Supplies were at least sufficient for current needs.  In the
parts structure, trading was light and selective.  Leg items were in
good balance to close, breast items and wings were adequate to readily
available.  In production areas, live supplies were moderate at mostly
desirable weights.

NORTHEAST REGION BROILER/FRYER  Trucklot buying activity was light
and unaggressive as dealers entered the week cautious and selec-
tive.  Offerings of the 2.5 to 3 pound birds were sufficient, however, the
3.5 to 4 pound sizes were fully adequate to available.  Movement through
retail and distributive channels was light to fair.  The market tone was
about steady.  In the parts complex, boneless-skinless breasts were
fully sufficient, although, bone-in breasts were adequate to better bal-
anced.  Dark meat cuts were at least sufficient and wings were fully
adequate.
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NORTHEAST BROILER/FRYER PARTS  Trucklot buying activity was
mostly fair as dealers cautiously assessed the market entering the
week.  Offerings of boneless-skinless breasts were at least adequate
to available.  Bone-in breasts were sufficient.  Dark meat cuts and
wings were fully adequate.
