NATIONAL BROILER MARKET AT-A-GLANCE

Majority prices for next week are mostly trending unchanged. Trade sentiment was no better than steady, at times weak
in parts of the Northeast. Retail demand was sluggish to fair with few features, and food service was moderate at best,
strongest into fast food. Supplies of all sizes were at least adequate to available. In the parts structure, trading was
mixed, mostly fair, with regular commitments usually sufficient. Breast items were mixed, but available, with some
increased interest reported. Dark meat and wings were more than sufficient and slow to clear. In production areas, live
supplies were moderate at mixed, but mostly desirable weights.

MIDWEST REGION BROILER/FRYERS Preliminary majority prices into
the Chicago area were unchanged from Monday’s final. Whole fryer
trade sentiment was steady to barely steady. Offerings were ample
on 3 and up birds, adequate on other sizes. Retail demand for the
most part was disappointing with Chicago reporting fair at best. Food
service demand was mixed, mostly light to fair at best, occasionally
good into the Chicago area for fast food. Floor stocks in a full range,
weights desirable to heavy. Offerings of parts were mixed; dark meat
items and wings fully sufficient and breast items limited. The market
tone was barely steady on dark meat and mostly steady on the bal-
ance.

SOUTHERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS Trade sentiment was steady
at best, mostly about steady. Retail demand entering the weekend
was light with few features present, but best where active. Food
service was fair to moderate, best for seasonal interest and fast food
promotions. Supplies were at least sufficient for trade needs. Inthe
parts structure, breast items were in a better balance and received
increased interest. Dark meat was still in the longest position with
light movement, and wings were available. In production areas, live
supplies were moderate at mixed, but mostly desirable weights.

WESTERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS Preliminary majority prices were
unchanged from last Friday’s level. Trading reported for next week’s
deliveries at generally unchanged to slightly lower prices. Offerings
were readily available for the fair buying interest. Retailer demanc
was moderate to good best to cover ad activities. Dealers anticipated
moderate weekend carryovers. Ads noted: Southern California—whole

NORTHEAST BROILER/FRYERS Trucklot buying activity on ready-to-
cook whole broiler/fryers increased slightly but dealers remained very
cautious and limited orders to most immediate needs. Offerings of all
sizes were at least adequate to available. Movement through retai
and distributive channels was sluggish. The market tone was nc
better than steady. Inthe parts complex, breast items were available
Dark meat cuts were ample. Wings were at least sufficient.

DELMARVA BROILER/FRYERS Movement of ready-to-cook whole birds
was slow to fair at best. Offerings remained readily available. Live
supplies were mostly moderate; weights were mixed in a full range of
lightto heavy. Processor schedules were reduced at some plants and
were moderate in total. Less than trucklot asking prices were un-
changed at 52 to 64 cents. Trade sentimentremained generally weak.
In the parts complex, buyer interest continued to build on boneless
skinless breasts creating confidence at some plants. However, some
offerings were available and were generally slow to clear. Other cuts
were at least adequate particularly leg items.
