NORTHEAST REGION BROILER/FRYER Trucklot buying activity was
cautious and selective as dealers assessed the market entering the
week. Offerings were at least adequate to available for most immedi-
ate needs. Retail and distributive movement was lackluster. The mar-
ket tone was no better than steady. In the parts complex, boneless
skinless breasts were closely cleared. However, bone-in breasts were
atleast adequate. Leg quarters ranged adequate to balanced. Wings
were fully sufficient.

SOUTHERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS Trade sentiment was gener-
ally steady. Demand was fair to moderate, best for ads, fast food
promotions, and where first of the month business was active. Sup-
plies of all sizes were usually sufficient to handle trade needs. In the
parts structure, trading was fair to fairly good, best for retail ads and for
further processing needs. Breastitems were in good balance to close
for boneless skinless, dark meat was available, and wings were at
least adequate. In production areas, live supplies were moderate at
mostly desirable weights.

WESTERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS Final majority prices were 1 cent
higher than last Monday’s levels. Offerings were tight to fully adequate
with smaller sized items in the closest position. Buying interest was
moderate. Retailer demand was fairly good overall due to first-of-the
month needs. Dealers reported weekend carryovers as close where
late deliveries adversely effected inventories otherwise moderate. Trad-
ing reported on parts for delivery this week: drumstick 27-31, leg quar-
ters 4/10s mainly 25.5 and bulk mainly 22.5, boneless leg meat 65-68,
bone-in breast 96-103 and boneless 145-150. The Los Angeles ne-
gotiated WOG weighted average was down .75 to 60.36 with the vol-
ume reported down 3 percent to 31 loads compared to last week.

MIDWEST REGION BROILER/FRYER Majority prices in Chicago were
unchanged from last Monday'’s finals. Whole fryer market tone was
mostly steady. Offerings were limited for the light trade interest. Retail
and food service demand was light to moderate with best interest into
features. Floor stocks were adequate and balanced. Weights were
mostly desireable instances heavy. Trading on parts was light and
spotty as regular commitments satisfy most needs. The trade senti-
ment was barely steady on wings, fully steady on leq quarters and
boneless skinless breast and steady on the balance.

DELMARVA BROILER/FRYERS Movement of ready-to-cook whole birds
increased slightly following the weekend but generally was no better
than fair. Offerings ranged adequate to ample for current trade needs.
Live supplies were at least moderate; weights were mostly desirable
to heavy. Processor schedules were moderate. Less than trucklot
asking prices were 1 cent lower at 56 to 66 cents. Trade sentiment
was no better than steady. Boneless skinless breasts were in good
balance and clearing satisfactorily. Leg items were adequate. Bone-
in breasts and wings were available and slow to clear.
