Supplies overall were in good balance to at
times closely cleared. In the parts structure, trading was moderate to active. Breast items were balanced to short, wings were
sufficient to close balanced, and leg quarters were in good balance and clearing. In production areas, live supplies were
moderate with weights in a full range of light to heavy but mostly desirable.

SOUTHERN  Trade sentiment was generally steady. Demand ranged
fair to good with best inquiry noted into food service and fast food
outlets. Supplies of all sizes were sufficient for trade needs. Availabil-
ity of trucks remained a concern for both long and short runs. In the
parts structure, breast items were in good balance and well cleared.
