Movement through retail
and distributive channels was light to fair as scattered showers and
cool weather lingered throughout the Northeast. The market tone
was at least steady. In the parts complex, breast items were
available at discounted levels. The remainder of items were
sufficient.

GEORGIA F.O.B. DOCK PRICES  The Georgia f.o.b. dock quoted price
on broilers/fryers for next week’s trading advanced .25 to 65.50 cents
based on full truck load lots of ice-packed USDA grade “A” sized 2 1/

NATIONAL BROILER MARKET-AT-A-GLANCE
Trade sentiment was firm in the West, at least steady in the East, and steady with some caution in the Midwest. Retail demand
was moderate at best with few features, and food service was fair to good with strongest interest into fast food. Continuous rain
and cooler temperatures in the Northeast and Midwest restricted buying activity. In the East, heavier weight product was well
cleared and smaller sizes were more available; however, in other locations, larger sizes were fully sufficient and lighter weights
were in balance. In the parts structure, trading was fair. Breast items were at least adequate and frequently discounted to help
clear. Wings were adequate to ample, but dark meat was balanced and moving. In production areas, live supplies were
moderate. Weights were mostly desirable, but at times slightly heavier.

SOUTHERN  Trade sentiment was generally steady. Retail demand
was slow to fair, food service light to moderate, best for fast food
promotions. Supplies were usually sufficient with heavier weights
slightly more available. In the parts structure, supplies of breast
items increased and were at times being discounted to help clear.
Wings were at least adequate with limited interest, but dark meat
was in the best position and moving well. In production areas, live
supplies were moderate at mostly desirable weights.

WESTERN  The market tone was firm with early trading for next week
at mainly 1 cent higher prices. Offerings adequate. Retailer demand
moderate to fairly good. Floor stocks adequate.
