Trade sentiment was fully steady on the heavier sizes,
steady at best on the lighter sizes. Breasts items were clearing
satisfactorily. Dark meat items were adequate. Tenderloins and
wings were readily available.

WESTERN  Final majority prices were 1 cent higher than last week
throughout the region. Offerings were adequate with heavy weights
in the longest position. Buying activity had increased. Retailer de-
mand was fairly good to good, best to cover planned features and
ads in progress. Dealers reported satisfactory weekend clearances.
Trading reported on parts: drumstick low 33.5-36, boneless leg meat
high 69-70, wings 71-73, leg quarters bulk 26-26.5 and 4/10 mainly
28-28.5, breast bone-in 91-96 and boneless 156-163. The Los An-
geles negotiated WOG weighted average was 58.40 up .46 with the
volume reported at 36 loads up 9 percent from last Monday level.

MIDWEST Final majority prices were TFEWR into Ohio cities, un-
changed to slightly higher elsewhere from Monday’s final. Whole
broiler/fryer market tone was steady. Offers were fair to moderate for
the fair buyer interest. Demand into retail channels was slow to mod-
erate with most receivers optomistic of better movement for the holi-
day. Food service movement mostly moderate, fairly good into fast
food. Weights desireable. Floor stocks adequate to fully adequate.
Parts trading was best on dark meat cuts and wings. Supplies were
available with wings long. The market tone was barely steady on
wings, and steady on the balance.

SOUTHERN  Trade sentiment was mixed, but overall at least steady.
Demand following the weekend was fair to fairly good with increased
trading due to upcoming holiday and first of the month. Supplies were
in balance for trade needs. Processing schedules for this week are
mostly part-time with many plants down Friday for July 4th. In the parts
structure, trading was strongest where retail features and holiday
needs were active. Dark meat was close to tight and frequently sought,
breast items were in a better balance and moving, and wings were
readily available. In production areas, live supplies were moderate at
mostly desirable weights.

NORTHEAST Trucklot buying activity on ready-to-cook whole broiler/
fryers was fair to moderate entering the week. Offerings of the 3.5
pound and larger birds were closely cleared and the lighter weights
were sufficient. Retail and distributive movement was about fair.
The market tone was steady on the 3 pound and lighter birds, fully
steady on the balance. In the parts complex, bone-in breasts were
in tight balance. Boneless skinless breasts were adequate to
balanced. Dark meat cuts were clearing well. Wings were adequate
to available.

 Majority prices were higher in the West, mixed, but mostly unchanged elsewhere. Trade sentiment was mixed in the West, and

steady in the Midwest; however, the East was fully steady for heavy weights, steady at best for smaller sizes. Retail demand
following the weekend was slow to moderate, but expected to improve towards the end of the week for the holiday. Food service
was fair to good, best for fast food. Supplies were overall sufficient to at times close for larger sizes in the East. Processing
schedules for this week are mixed with many plants down Friday for July 4th. In the parts structure, trading was fair to moderate,
but improving. Breast items were better balanced and moving well, wings were readily available, and dark meat was in good
balance to close and clearing. In production areas, live supplies were moderate at weights in a full range.
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NORTHEAST BROILER/FRYER PARTS Trucklot buying activity was fair
to moderate entering the week. Offerings of bone-in breasts were in
tight balance and boneless skinless breasts ranged adequate to
balanced. Dark meat cuts were clearing well. Wings were adequate
to available. Retail and distributive draw was moderate but noted as
improving approaching the holiday. The market tone was fully steady
to instances firm on breast items, drumsticks and thighs and about
steady on the balance.
