Demand into all channels was seasonally light to moderate with best movement into fast food, catering businesses, and for other
holiday items. Supplies of all sizes were more than sufficient to handle trade needs. Processing schedules this week are part time
with plants down one or two days in observance of Christmas Day, and some running Saturday. In the parts structure, movement was
light and selective, and usually limited to regular commitments, with some shipments reduced. All items were mixed in availability,

but were at least adequate or available. In production areas, live supplies were moderate at mostly desirable weights.

NORTHEAST Trucklot buying activity on ready-to-cook whole broiler/
fryers was generally fair at best entering the week. Offerings of all
sizes were generally sufficient for current needs. Retail and distribu-
tive movement was seasonally light to no better than fair. The market
tone was about steady. In the parts complex, bone-in breasts were
available and boneless-skinless breasts were at least sufficient. Dark
meat cuts were adequate. Wings were in good balance and clearing
well.

WESTERN Final majority prices were unchanged from last Monday.
Reported trading for this week’s deliveries were at mainly unchanged
prices on regular commitments and unchanged to higher prices on
new negotiations. Buying activity was lighter with interest focused on
more traditional holiday items. Offerings were fully adequate. Re-
tailer demand was light to moderate at best. Dealers reported satis-
factory weekend clearances. Trading reported on parts for this week'’s
delivery: leg quarters bulk 29.5-32.5 and 4/10s 32.5-39, breast bone-
in 80-88 and boneless 135-145, wings 101-105. The Los Angeles
negotiated WOG weighted average was up .95 to 61.30 with the
volume reported unchanged from last week at 27 loads.

MIDWEST Final majority prices were mostly unchanged, instances
higher into Detroit; Ohio cities TFEWR. Whole fryer trade sentiment
continued steady to barely steady. Offerings were sufficient for the
light trade interest. All sectors noted demand as generally light to
moderate; occasionally good into catering and fast food. Floor stocks
adequate to in close balance. Weights were desirable. Parts trade
was selective and limited on light to moderate offerings. The market
tone was steady on all parts.
