MIDWEST REGION BROILER/FRYERS Preliminary majority prices for
next week’s delivery into the Chicago area were 3 cents higher than
Monday’s final majority price. Trade sentiment on whole fryers fully
steady to firm. Offers were light but adequate for the limited buyer
interest. Retail demand was slow to fair, expected to improve over
the weekend in areas where more storms were predicted. Food
service demand was mostly light to moderate. Floor stocks were
tightin areas where weather delayed delivers, adequate to instances
ample otherwise. Sizes were desirable to heavy. Supplies of wings
and boneless skinless breasts balanced to instances tight, other
items adequate. Market tone fully steady to firm on all parts.

SOUTHERN BROILER Trade sentiment was fully steady to firm. De-
mand was fair to fairly good with supplies close balanced to short of
full trade needs. In the parts structure, availability of all items was no
more than adequate to tight, and moving well at premium levels.
