MIDWEST Preliminary majority prices for next week’s delivery into
the Chicago area dropped 4 cents from Monday'’s final. Whole broiler/
fryer trade sentiment was barely steady to weak. Offerings were
moderate to heavy for a cautious trade demand. Retail and food
service movement was slow to fair at best, occasionally fairly good.
Floor stocks for the most part were manageable. Weights were in a
desirable range. Trade on parts was sluggish on fully available sup-
plies. Only wings and drums were in balance and clearing at a mod-
erate level, boneless/skinless breasts were in the longest positron,
slow to clear and steeply discounted. Trade sentiment was steady to
fully steady on wings, steady on drums and barely steady to weak on
the balance of parts.
