NATIONAL EGG REVIEW

At the beginning of the week prices were mixed. In Atlanta and Florida, prices were slightly lower on mediums,

in California prices were higher on the large size and Eastern region prices were unchanged to slightly higher
on the larger sizes, unchanged on the balance. Elsewhere, prices were unchanged. During the week prices

e "',. were higher on larger sizes in Chicago and Eastern region, unchanged on balance. The market tone ranged

steady to firm, mostly fully steady. Supplies were generally adequate. Nest run breaking stock prices were
unchanged. Offers were adequate for current buyer interest. Floor stocks adequate. Market tone fully steady.

Light type fowl were adequate for current processing schedules.
