The market tone
was cautiously steady to barely steady.  Demand was light to moderate, instances good.  Supplies were
adequate to available for current trade needs.  Central States breaking stock prices were unchanged.
Fair trading and demand for the fully adequate offers.  Existing inventories, regular commitments and
company owned production satisfy buyers current needs.  Finished product demand moderate to
instances good.  Trade sentiment about steady. Offerings of spent fowl continue ample with demand just
fair.
