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NATIONAL EGG REVIEW

Early week prices were higher on mediums in some areas and unchanged on the balance. As the week pro-
gressed prices were unchanged in all locations. The market tone was steady. Retail and food service demand
ranged light to instances good, best for feature activity. Supplies were adequate to available for current trade needs.
Central States breaking stock nest run and checks and undergrades prices were higher. Demand was light to
moderate with offerings adequate. Most breakers were paying high side of the current range for additional nest
runs with excess gradeable shell eggs going into breaker channels. Schedules full-time. Floor stocks mostly
adequate to fully adequate. Trade sentiment steady. Demand for the light type fowl was mostly moderate to
instances good with offerings fully adequate.
