\ NATIONAL EGG REVIEW
Early week and as the week progressed prices increased in all areas. The market tone was firm. Demand was

moderate to mostly good. Supplies ranged barely adequate to very tight for trade requirements. Breaking stock
prices for nest run were unchanged to too few to report. Checks and undergrades prices were higher. Offerings were
very tight with demand mostly moderate. Many breakers had shortened breaking schedules as lack of available nest
runs and pricing mechanisms drive raw costs higher. Retail suppliers were bidding higher prices for any gradeable
shell eggs. Floor stocks closely balanced to adequate. Schedules varied from part-time to full-time. Trade sentiment
fully steady to firm. Light type fowl offerings continued fully adequate to ample for the mostly fair demand.
