WEST COAST  Prices unchanged.  The market tone was very firm
with asking prices for next week 15 cents higher on jumbo, extra
large, and large throughout the region; 10 cents higher on medium
and small in California, 8 cents higher on medium in the North-
west.  Retailer demand sharply improved by planned features.
Offerings short both within and outside the region.

NORTH ATLANTIC  In Boston, prices were unchanged to 4 cents
higher for extra large, unchanged to 3 cents higher for large, and
unchanged to 2 cents higher for mediums.  Prices were unchang-
ed in Philadelphia and New England.  Trade sentiment remained
confused under a firm undertone.  Retail and food service demand
was moderate to good, best where featured.  Supplies were gen-
erally adequate for the smaller sizes and tight for the larger sizes.
Breaking stock offerings were generally adequate from regular
sources with new trading very limited.  Spent hen availability was
fully adequate to ample for slaughter requirements.
NEW YORK  Prices were unchanged.  Trade sentiment was firm
with traders cautious.  Demand into all outlets was reported as
moderate to good.  Supplies remained tight for the larger sizes and
mostly adequate for mediums.

CHICAGO   Prices on extra large and large sizes advanced 4 cents,
mediums 3 cents higher.  Trade sentiment steady to fully steady.
Retail and food service demand mostly moderate, and best where
features are planned.  Supplies adequate to barely adequate on
larger sizes with hot weather reducing egg sizes and adequate on
lighter weight sizes.
SOUTHERN  Prices were unchanged.  The market tone was fully
steady to firm.  Asking prices for next week’s deliveries were
trending higher than the current week.  Retail demand was gener-
ally moderate to good, however, many areas were scaling back
projected feature activity due to current market levels.  Supplies of
the larger eggs remained tight, and the medium and smaller sizes
were usually adequate. Breaking stock supplies were generally
adequate from regular sources, however, additional supplies of
heavy nest runs remained extremely limited. Offerings of light type
hens were fully adequate to ample processing schedules.

In Chicago and the Northeast, prices were unchanged to sharply higher on all sizes.  Elsewhere, prices were unchanged. The market tone
was steady to instances very firm.  Demand was mostly moderate to good entering the weekend, with best improvement noted through
planned feature activity on the on the West Coast.  Supplies of the larger eggs were short to in balance, mostly tight; and the lighter eggs
were usually adequate.  Decreasing egg sizes and bird loss concerned producers throughout the Midwest as temperatures continued to
rise throughout the region.  Breaking stock supplies were no more than adequate from regular sources, and the limited trading continued to
center around the available lighter weight product.  Light type fowl were fully adequate to ample for slaughter schedules.
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CENTRAL STATES BREAKING STOCK   Prices were higher.  Trading
and demand continued mostly light as many breakers were unwill-
ing to pay higher prices for heavy nest run product and currently just
covering regular commitments.

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USDA PASTEURIZED WHOLE EGGS
The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) today announced that the
purchase program under Announcement PY-209, as amended, for
pasteurized whole eggs for school lunch and other domestic food
nutrition assistance programs has re-opened.  Offers will be invited
from the trade for the pasteurized whole eggs in one or more of the
following forms:  Thirty-pound containers (082030) - Frozen whole
eggs (without color stabilizer) packed in a full opening type plastic
container with snap-on type lid, 30 pounds (13.61 kg) net in each
plastic container.  A purchase unit will consist of 1,320 shipping
containers totaling 39,600 pounds (17,962 kg).

Five-pound cartons (082065) - Frozen homogenized whole eggs
with a color stabilizer packaged 5 pounds (2.27 kg) net weight in a
pitcher-pour type, polyethylene-coated paperboard carton, and
packed six 5-pound (2.27 kg) cartons per fiberboard shipping
container with 30 pounds (13.61 kg) net weight.  A purchase unit
will consist of 1,334 shipping containers totaling 40,020 pounds
(18,153 kg).

Bulk liquid whole eggs (083090) - Bulk liquid whole eggs (without
color stabilizer) for further processing, packed and shipped in
insulated tankers, 40,000 pounds (18,144 kg) net weight in each
tanker.  A purchase unit will total 40,000 pounds (18,144 kg).

Invitation No. 17 is being issued this week inviting offers due in
Washington, D.C., by 1 p.m. Washington, D.C. time, Monday, Aug. 2.
Acceptances will be announced by midnight, Friday, Aug. 6, for
delivery from Sept. 16 to Sept. 30.

There are some important changes to this year’s program.  The
requirement for contractors to submit a Consignee Receipt
evidencing delivery of product is replaced by a signed and dated
commercial Bill of Lading.  In addition, some item numbers and
the associated quantity for the 5-pound cartons will be set-aside
for small business concerns.  For the poultry industry, a business
with less than 500 employees is classified as a small business
under the Small Business Act.  The remaining item numbers and
the associated quantities will be solicited for open competition from
both small and large businesses.

As with the changes in recordkeeping procedures made last year,
the contractor must ensure that both the contractor and
subcontractor(s) maintain records such as invoices, or production
and inventory records evidencing product origin, and make such
records available for review by the USDA Inspector or other
Government official(s) in accordance with Article 76 of USDA-1.
Also, domestic origin forms must be completed for each contract
awarded and presented to USDA Inspector at the processing facility
and the Contracting Officer or agent thereof upon request.  Each
processing plant producing product under each contract must have
a copy of this form on file.  As with last year’s Announcement,
certifications, representations, and warranties will be made annually
and are contained in Appendix-1.  The certifications will be made
one time only for all Poultry Program Announcements for the
program year.  Certifications must be received by the Contracting
Officer prior to submitting a bid.  Information regarding these
requirements is contained in Announcement PY-209, as amended,
and the Commodity Specification for Pasteurized Whole Eggs dated
May 1996, as amended.  Offerors are urged to review the bid format
and product specifications and are cautioned to only offer quantities
they can reasonably expect to produce and deliver during the
contracted delivery period.

Although most other provisions of the program are similar to the
program operated last year, offerors are urged to carefully read all
applicable terms and conditions of USDA-1, as amended,
Announcement PY-209, as amended, Appendix-1, Invitation No. 17,
and the Commodity Specification for Pasteurized Whole Eggs dated
May 1996, as amended, which was distributed to the trade in June
1996.

CHICKENS AND EGGS
U.S. egg production totaled 6.72 billion during June 1999, up 4
percent from the 6.46 billion produced in 1998. Production included
5.63 billion table eggs and 1.09 billion hatching eggs, of which 1.02
billion were broiler-type and 67.0 million were egg-type. The total
number of layers during June 1999 averaged 320 million, up 3
percent from the total average number of layers during June 1998.
June egg production per 100 layers was 2,104 eggs, up 1 percent
from 2,088 eggs in June 1998.  All layers in the U.S. on July 1, 1999,
totaled 320 million, up 3 percent from a year ago. The 320 million
layers consisted of 259 million layers producing table or commercial
type eggs, 57.3 million layers producing broiler-type hatching eggs,
and 2.81 million layers producing egg-type hatching eggs. Rate of
lay per day on July 1, 1999, averaged 70.1 eggs per 100 layers, up
fractionally from the 70.0 a year ago.  Laying flocks in the 30 major
egg producing States produced 6.35 billion eggs during June, up 4
percent from June 1998. The average number of layers during June,
at 302 million, was up 3 percent from a year earlier.  Individual State
estimates are available for the 30 major egg producing States.
These States are listed on page 8 of this release and account for
approximately 95 percent of the total U.S. egg production. Production
for the other States are grouped into an “Other States” category and
combined with the 30 States published individually to obtain a U.S.
estimate. Individual State estimates’ for “Other States” are available
annually in the “Layers and Egg Production report. Egg-type chicks
hatched during June totaled 40.6 million, up 3 percent from June
1998. Eggs in incubators totaled 31.0 million on July 1, 1999, down 3
percent from a year ago.  Domestic placements of egg-type pullet
chicks for future hatchery supply flocks by leading breeders totaled
187,000 during June 1999, down 47 percent from June 1998. Broiler
The June 1999 hatch of broiler-type chicks, at 744 million, was up 4
percent from June of the previous year. There were 628 million eggs
in incubators on July 1,1999, up 3 percent from a year earlier.
Leading breeders placed 7.04 million broiler-type pullet chicks for
future domestic hatchery supply flocks during June 1999, up 2
percent from June 1998.
