Balances of sizes and
locations values were unchanged. Demand was active and
usually very good on brown eggs although interest on white
eggs were irregular with best movement noted where specials
were still in progress. Supplies range from in close balance to
available. Undertone was generally firm on brown eggs and
steady to about steady on white eggs with mediumsbeing
reported in the best position.

NEW YORK Prices were unchanged. Retail and distributive
movement ranged light to fairly good. Supplies were usually
sufficient for needs with large slightly more available. Trade
sentiment was steady on lighter weights and cautious on
heavier sizes.

MIDWEST Prices in Detroit and Major Ohio and Wisconsin
cities were higher on mediums and unchanged to lower on the
balance. Prices to producers in lowa-Minnesota-Wisconsin
and prices in Chicago were unchanged. Trade sentiment was
cautiously steady for the larger sizes and steady for the
balance. Retail and food service demand was light to fair.
Supplies were adequate to available for the larger sizes and
adequate to barely adequate for the balance. Nest run breaking
stock prices were unchanged. Trading and demand were
quiet as many breakers assessed their needs. Most buyers
not needing any extra product.

CHICAGO Prices were unchanged on all sizes. The market
undertone generally steady. Retail and food service demand
generally moderate with most buyers cautious. Supplies of
larger sizes adequate or available, and lighter weights ad-
equate to barely adequate.

SOUTHERN In Atlanta and Florida, prices for extra large and
large were slightly lower, but mediums were higher. Elsewhere,
prices were unchanged. The market tone was about steady
entering the week. Retail demand was generally fair to moder-
ate with increasing feature activity noted throughout the region.
Supplies of the larger sizes were available, and mediums were
adequate. The average price on Grade A or better white
cartoned large eggs delivered to volume buyers in the Southern
region for the week ending Sept. 03, 1999, was 60.82 cents,
unchanged from the week before, and 9.58 cents less than the
same week last year. Breaking stock supplies were adequate
from regular sources, and the demand for additional eggs

was light. Spent hen availability was fully adequate to ample for
immediate slaughter needs.

WESTERN Prices 5 cents lower on jumbo, 3 cents lower on
extra large, and unchanged on large throughout the region, with
medium and small 4 cents higher in California and medium 2
cents higher in the Northwest. The Pacific region inventory was
11% lower than last week with California down 14% and
Oregon-Washington-Utah down 6%. Retailer demand was fairly
good for the long weekend. Offerings adequate.
