NEW YORK   Prices were two cents lower for the larger sizes and one
cent lower for mediums.  The market tone was barely steady to mostly
weak.  Demand was fair to fairly good, but still reported as failing
holiday expectations.  Supplies of all sizes were available to ample.

WEST COAST  Prices unchanged.  Asking prices for next week
throughout the region unchanged on jumbo, extra large, and large; 9
cents lower on medium.  Retailer demand seasonally good. Offer-
ings adequate.

SOUTHERN   Prices were unchanged to lower on all sizes.  The
market tone was barely steady to weak, mostly unsettled.  Demand
ranged moderate to occasionally good, best where feature activity
was either planned or in progress entering the weekend.  Supplies
of all sizes were available to ample.  Asking prices for next week’s
deliveries were trending unchanged to lower than the current week.
Breaking stock supplies were at least adequate to ample from regu-
lar sources, and demand for additional product continued light.  Light
type fowl were fully sufficient for immediate needs.

CHICAGO  Prices for mediums declined 2 cents, large and extra
large unchanged.  Trade sentiment steady to barely steady.  Retail
and food service demand moderate to good, best where limited fea-
tures are planned or in progress.  Supplies adequate on larger sizes,
adequate to ample on mediums.

NORTH ATLANTIC  In Philadelphia, prices were unchanged to 2 cents
lower for the larger sizes and unchanged to 1 cent lower for medi-
ums.  In Boston, prices were unchanged to 1 cent lower for mediums
and unchanged for the larger sizes.  Prices paid to producers in New
England were unchanged.  The market tone was barely steady to
instances weak.  Demand improved somewhat but remained below
expectations for the Thanksgiving holiday.  Supplies were available
to ample on all sizes.  Breaking stock offerings were at least ad-
equate to ample from regular suppliers for the light demand.  Light
type fowl were fully adequate for processing needs.

MIDWEST  Prices to producers in Iowa-Minnesota-Wisconsin and
prices in Chicago were down 9 cents for mediums and were un-
changed for the balance.  Prices elsewhere were unchanged.  Prices
reflect changes from Tuesday’s reported prices.  The trade senti-
ment was barely steady to weak for all sizes.  Retail demand im-
proved slightly due to feature activity but movement was still well
below expectaions.  Food service demand was light to fair.  Supplies
were fully adequate to ample for all sizes.  Central States nest run
breaking stock prices were sharply lower from Tuesday’s reported
prices.  Trading and demand were very quiet for the at least adequate
offerings.  Most breakers were preparing for the short holiday week
and were not interested in extra product.  Floor stocks were adequate
to fully adequate.  Trade sentiment was barely steady to weak.

In Chicago, prices were lower on mediums.  In the Eastern region, prices were unchanged to lower on all sizes.  Elsewhere,
prices were unchanged.  The market tone was mostly barely steady to weak.  Demand was often improved entering the
weekend, moderate to seasonally good at times, however, in many areas movement was reported as below expectations
approaching the holiday week.  Supplies of all sizes were at least available to ample.  Breaking stock supplies were
adequate to fully adequate from regular sources, and demand for additional was product was very limited.  Light type hens
were fully adequate for current trade needs.
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NATIONAL LIQUID EGGS   Pasteurized whites reported at 29 to 29.5
cents fob with pasteurized salt yolk reported at 52 to 55.5 cents fob.
The trade sentiment generally was no better than steady, mostly
cautiously steady to barely steady.  Liquid egg demand was fairly
good with movement expected to slow next week with the
Thanksgiving holiday arriving.  Breaking stock supplies were
adequate to fully adequate.
