2001, up 15 percent from December a year ago.
     December 2001 contained 21 weekdays, one holiday and five
Saturdays, the same as December 2000.
     During calendar year 2001, shell eggs broken totaled 1.84 billion
dozen, up 1 percent from the 1.81 billion dozen broken in 2000.  Total
edible liquid from eggs broken in 2001 was 2.32 billion pounds, up 1
percent from 2000.
