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NATIONAL EGG MARKET AT-A-GLANCE

In Chicago, prices were unchanged.  In most other locations, prices were sharply lower on all sizes.  The
market tone was unsettled to weak entering the week.  Demand was light to moderate, better where scattered
features were planned or in progress.  Supplies were adequate to available for full trade needs.  Breaking stock
offerings were adequate for the light to moderate demand.  Schedules were mixed and usually ranged normal
to heavy.  Light type hens were at least sufficient for the fair demand.

SOUTHERN  Prices were sharply lower on all sizes. The market
tone was unsettled to weak. Demand was light to instances good,
best where limited features were in progress or planned for this
week. Supplies were adequate for trade needs. The average price
on Grade A or better white cartoned large eggs delivered to
volume buyers in the Southern region for the week ending March
29, 2002 was 81.40 cents, 2.32 cents more than a week earlier,
but 4.42 cents less than last year. Breaking stock demand
remained fair and unaggressive as offerings continue to increase
in availability. Breaking schedules were in a full range of normal to
heavy. Light type hens were at least adequate for normal to
reduced processing schedules.
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NORTH ATLANTIC  In Philadelphia, prices ranged 2-8 cents lower
on the larger sizes and .5-2 cents lower on mediums.  In New
England, prices were 2 cents lower on large and medium and
unchanged on the balance of sizes.  In Boston, prices were
unchanged.  The market tone was weak and unsettled.  Demand
was light to moderate.  Supplies were adequate to available for
trade needs.  Breaking stock demand was only fair for increased
offerings.  Light type fowl were at least adequate for the fair
demand.

NEW YORK  Prices were 2 cents lower on all sizes entering the
week.  The market tone was unsettled to weak.  Demand was
mixed, ranging fair to at times good, better where scattered
post holiday features were in progress.  Supplies were
adequate for needs.

WESTERN  Prices 14 cents lower on jumbo, extra large, and
large, 4 cents lower on medium throughout the region.  The
Pacific region inventory was 32% lower than last Monday with
California down 25% and Oregon-Washington-Utah down 44%.
Retailer demand slowed. Offerings ample.

MIDWEST  Prices in Detroit and major Ohio and Wisconsin cities
were sharply lower for the larger sizes and down slightly for
medium.  Prices to producers in Iowa-Minnesota-Wisconsin were
unchanged.  Trade sentiment was steady to weak.  Retail
demand remained in a full range with fill-in orders from the
holiday weekend providing some extra interest.  Food service
demand was generally moderate.  Supplies were mixed.  Central
states nest run breaking stock prices ranged unchanged to lower
with checks and undergrades unchanged.  Offerings were
adequate with demand light to moderate and most breakers
willing buyers at discounted levels.  Schedules mixed.  Floor
stocks tight to adequate.  Trade sentiment steady to mostly
steady.

CHICAGO Prices for all sizes unchanged. The market tone was
steady to weak. Retail and food service demand light to moderate
and best where features are planned or in progress. Supplies
available.

CALIFORNIA  Prices 14 cents lower on jumbo, extra large, and
large, 4 cents lower on medium and small. The California
inventory was 25% lower than last Monday.  Retailer demand
much slower after the holiday.  Offerings ample.  Small
benchmark price 58.  Ads in Northern California:  major- large
dozen 79-99, buy 1 get 1 free, 18 pack buy 1 get 1 free.
California Egg Marketing Association and other marketers
benchmark price for negotiated sales of USDA Grade AA and
Grade AA eggs in cartons, cents per dozen. This price does not
reflect discounts or other contract terms.
