U.S. egg production totaled 7.31 billion during August 2003, down
one percent from last year. Production included 6.24 billion table eggs
and 1.07 billion hatching eggs, of which 1.01 billion were broiler-type
and 60.0 million were egg-type. The total number of layers during
August 2003 averaged 332 million, down 1 percent from a year ear-
lier. August egg production per 100 layers was 2,201 eggs, up 1 per-
cent from August 2002.
August 2003 contained 21 weekdays, and five Saturdays, compared
to August 2002, with 22 weekdays and five Saturdays.
All layers in the U.S. on September 1, 2003, totaled 332 million, down
1 percent from a year ago. The 332 million layers consisted of 275
million layers producing table or commercial type eggs, 54.9 million
layers producing broiler-type hatching eggs, and 2.49 million layers
producing egg-type hatching eggs. Rate of lay per day on September
1, 2003, averaged 70.6 eggs per 100 layers, down slightly from a year
ago.
Laying flocks in the 30 major egg producing States produced 6.82
billion eggs during August 2003, down one percent from a year ago.
The average number of layers during August, at 310 million, was
down 2 percent from a year ago.
