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Production Estimates for Livestock and Poultry

Projected total meat production for 2001 is lowered this month due
to reduced forecasts for pork and poultry.  Pork production is ex-
pected to expand about 1 percent this year. The beef production
forecast is little changed from last month. Broiler production for
2001 is reduced this month for 2001, but still remains 1 percent
above the 2000 level.  Slaughter and eggs set data point to a slight
reduction in first- quarter production, the first year-over-year quar-
terly reduction since 1980.

Forecast hog prices are increased due to the slower pace of pro-
duction growth, while cattle prices are little changed from last month.
The broiler price forecast is increased slightly in line with lower
expected production.

European Union Stockpiles Beef
EU beef production in 2001 is forecast to drop seven percent and
consumer consumption is forecast to decline 15 percent. As of
mid-April, 175,000 tons of beef have been placed in intervention.
By the end of 2001, the EU will likely have nearly 1 million tons of
beef in storage. All of the beef entering storage via an intervention
program will have been tested and certified as BSE-free.

Competitively priced EU beef will likely be attractive to markets
like Russia, particularly if some level of confidence in EU beef is
restored through testing measures and other programs in place.
In this scenario, U.S. poultry exports to our key Russian market
may be the U.S. meat product most challenged by the resurgence
of EU export efforts to draw down the EU surplus.
