Livestock, Poultry and Dairy
Forecast total U.S. meat production in 2002 is raised from last
month due to higher expected beef and pork production. Cow
slaughter has been above earlier expectations and steer weights
in the second quarter were heavy. Increased cow slaughter and
large feedlot placements of heavyweight cattle in May suggest
that producers may not be planning to expand herds given current
forage conditions. The Cattle report and Cattle on Feed report,
scheduled for release on July 19, will provide an indication of
producer intentions. Hog weights remain high and are expected
to boost pork production in 2002. Poultry production forecasts are
unchanged from last month.

Projected pork production for the first half of 2003 is raised from
last month. The Quarterly Hogs and Pigs report, released June
28, indicated that producers intend to have 2 percent more sows
farrow in the third quarter and 1 percent more farrow in the fourth
quarter. Projected beef and poultry production are unchanged.

Price forecasts are largely unchanged from last month. Hog prices
are reduced slightly in 2003 in response to higher production.
Turkey price forecasts for 2002 and 2003 are raised as demand
for whole birds remains strong. Prices for other species are
unchanged.

Chicken Prices on the Rise in Northern Mexico
El Norte, the leading newspaper for Northern Mexico, reported
that prices for chicken leg quarters in Mexican border state markets
have more than doubled in the last two weeks due to the AI import
restrictions that the Mexican Secretariat of Agriculture (SAGARPA)
imposed earlier this month on imports of U.S. poultry and poultry
products. Specifically, retail prices for chicken legs and thigh meat
have jumped from $6.00 (US$.60) pesos to $14.00 (US$1.40)
pesos per kilo, because Mexican retailers are now having to buy
more national product to fill orders that would normally be
comprised of US product.

Venezuela
The Venezuelan poultry industry has been faced with nine months
of restrictions on feed ingredients, high prices for inputs, and low
demand for the finished product. Wholesale poultry prices crept up
a bit in March, but came back down again as supplies were not
moving. Even poultry, the most inexpensive meat at half the price of
beef or pork, has seen weak demand. According to sources, the
real decline in consumption began in May, and there are now over
30,000 tons of meat, mainly poultry, worth around $45 million
currently in cold storage.

High Tech Plant to Grade and Pack Eggs in India
A modern egg grading and packing plant, the first of its kind in
India, will be established in Andrha Pradesh (AP). The plant is
jointly funded by Agro Corpex, an arm of the National Egg Co-
ordination Committee (NECC), the government of AP and Apeda
(Agricultural  & Processed Food Export Development Authority).
The plant will have a capacity to mechanically process 900,000
eggs/day. After grading, candling, washing and packing, the eggs
can be kept in cold storage prior to being exported. This will be the
only plant in India equipped to mechanically grade eggs. The state
government's contribution will be in the form of leasing the land
required at a low cost. The project work has not commenced, as
the state government has not handed over the land identified for
the project. It is hoped the plant will commence commercial
operations in less than two years.
