NOM-016 on Avian Influenza Extended
This report summarizes an announcement published in Mexico's
"Diario Oficial" (Federal Register) on November 25, 2002. This
summary is based on a cursory review of the subject
announcement and therefore should not, under any
circumstances, be viewed as a definitive reading of the regulation
in question, or of its implications for U.S. agricultural export trade
interests. In the event of a discrepancy or discrepancies between
this summary and the complete regulation or announcement as
published in Spanish, the latter shall prevail.

The Secretariat of Agriculture, Livestock, Rural Development,
Fisheries and Food (SAGARPA) published on November 25,2002,
in the Diario Oficial (Federal Register), an announcement extending
the Official Mexican Emergency Regulation NOM-EM-016-ZOO-
2002, "National Campaign against Avian Influenza" published on
May 24, 2002. This regulation applies to all of the country and its
objective is to have the same procedures, activities, criteria and
operational techniques to prevent, control, and eradicate Avian
Influenza (AI) in all Mexico. Basically, this announcement means
that the hemoagglutinaton inhibition (HI) test will continue to be
enforced for imports of raw poultry for retail, except when poultry is
marketed in the 20 Km. Northern border zone and Cancun in the
state of Quintana Roo. The extension of this regulation is for an
additional six months, beginning November 25, 2002.

EU Proposals to Combat Food-Borne Diseases
Commissioner David Byrne welcomed the Agriculture Council’s
support for two legislative proposals designed to cut the incidence
of food-borne diseases in the European Union. The proposals,
adopted by the Commission in August of last year and backed by
Parliament in May 2002, provide for a thorough revision of current
EU legislation and are designed to improve protective measures
against “zoonoses”, diseases transmissible between animals and
humans.

The first draft law is a Directive on monitoring zoonotic agents,
aiming to improve knowledge of the sources and trends of these
pathogens, to support microbiological risk assessments and to
serve as a basis to adopt measures to manage risks.The second
draft law is a Regulation to reduce the occurrence of zoonotic
agents, prioritizing salmonella.

Salmonella is identified as the priority target, especially in poultry
products and eggs. Targets will be set in several steps, starting
with breeding flocks of chickens, then laying hens, broilers, turkeys
and slaughter pigs and finally breeding pigs. After a transitional
period, marketing restrictions will apply to table eggs from flocks
suspected or confirmed of harboring specific types of salmonella
(starting 72 months after entry into force of the Regulation). Poultry
meat will also have to comply with set microbiological criteria
(starting after 84 months).

Following the political agreement in Council, the proposals will
now go back to the European Parliament for a second reading.

Russia Threatens to Curb Meat Imports
Last  week an official from Russia’s Agriculture Ministry was quoted
as saying Russia wants to limit meat imports in 2003 by raising
import tariffs and setting import quotas to protect Russian
producers from “massive imports.”

Tariffs on poultry would climb from 25 percent to 35 percent, beef
from 15 to 25, and pork from 15 to 80 percent. Quotas would be
set at 750,000 MT for poultry, 340,000 on pork and 420,000 on
beef. In 2001 Russia imported 1.39 million metric tons of poultry,
348,000 MT of pork and 475,000 MT of beef.

Europeans saw the move as retaliation against an EU proposal
to set an import quota on low- and medium-quality grain effective
January 1, 2003, to curtail large imports from Russia and Ukraine.
Russia and Ukraine are currently having record harvests.

Russia accounts for about half of the EU’s beef exports, one third
of the poultry and a fourth of pork exports. Russia is the largest
importer of U.S. poultry.
