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European Union Poultry and Products

EU chicken exports rose sharply in 2002 from 2001 and from previous
forecasts as the EU took advantage of the Russian embargo on U.S.
poultry. Dutch, French, and German exports to Russia soared, and
were further fueled by high export refunds. French exports to the Middle
East declined by about 1 percentin volume and 20 percentin value, as
they faced aggressive competition from Brazil.

EU chicken exports are predicted to decline in 2003, as US poultry
exports to Russia are back on track combined with the fact that Brazil
has become an important poultry supplier to the Russian market.

On the world market, EU poultry is expected to face increased
competition, however, on-going export contracts may allow significant
volumes of EU chicken to be exported during the first part of 2003. EU
exports to the Middle East are foreseen to continue to decline due to
competition from Brazil.

EU turkey exports are likely to decline as fewer shipments to Russia
are predicted following the end of the Russian embargo against U.S.

poultry.

U.S. Poultry Outlook

A number of trade and disease issues are currently affecting the U.S.
poultry industry. Russia intends to place a quota on total poultry imports
beginning May 1, 2003, and is in the process of certifying which U.S.
poultry processing plants will be allowed to continue to export there.
Mexico placed a tariff-rate quota (TRQ) on the importation of U.S. broiler
leg quarters, thighs and drumsticks. Shipments of turkey products to
Mexico, the largest U.S. export market, have not been affected and will
have no quotas or tariffs. The Chinese government insists on bilingual
labels directly on shipping containers and on plastic inner liners. China
has placed a deadline of April 1, 2003 on this new requirement, after
which shipments without the correct labeling will be refused entry.

Exotic Newcastle disease (END) has been detected in Southern
California and parts of Nevada and Arizona. As a result, many countries
have banned poultry and egg product imports from the affected States.
A number of States have also placed restrictions on shipment of live

birds, including game birds and pet birds, from the affected areas.

The trade sentiment on wing meat and fresh scapula was fully steady, tom breast meat mostly steady. White meat demand ranged light
to fair, best on wing meat. White meat offerings ranged from light on wing meat to fully adequate on frozen tom breast meat. The trade
sentiment on thigh meat was steady to fully steady and fully steady on mechanically separated turkey (MST). Offerings of MST from new
production were limited and held with confidence. Thigh meat offerings were light with some inventories being held with increased
confidence in anticipation of future market increases. Offerings of tom drums were noted at higher trending prices and some increased
strength was noted in tom wings. Trading centered on light volumes of tom drums for export, balance of items slow. For export (young
hen): full-cut wings 14, necks 15, drums 18 cents delivered port.
