Brazil and Thailand became significant exporters, while Mexico became
a large importer together with the more traditional importers of the
Near East region (Saudi Arabia, Kuwait and the United Arab Emirates)
and Hong Kong.

U. S. Poultry Outlook
Total exports fell from 5.56 billion pounds in 2001 to an estimated 4.87
billion pounds in 2002. Trade issues with Russia and and disease
outbreaks led to a wide range of bans on product from certain States.
Broiler exports in 2003 are forecast to increase to 5.25 billion pounds,
8 percent above 2002 but below 2001’s record 5.56 billion pounds.

Russia has recently indicated that it will place a quota on poultry im-
ports starting around May 1st. Russia has also stated that before June
1, all plants that want to export to Russia should be reinspected and
approved by Russian veterinarians. To date, only a small number of
plants have passed the certification process and no new plantinspec-
tions are currently scheduled.

January 1, 2003, according to the NAFTA, quotas and tariffs on poultry
products entering Mexico were phased out. However, the United States
agreed to Mexico’s introduction of a provisional safeguard under NAFTA
that establishes a tariff rate quota and allows duty free imports of chicken
legs quarters, thighs, and drumsticks up to 50,000 tons during the next
6 months. Additional imports of these products in this 6-month period
will be subject to a 98.8 percent tariff, same as 2001.

Currently there are ongoing discussions with the Chinese government
regarding changes in poultry labeling requirements. China insists on
labels printed directly on shipping cartons and plastic inner liners and
has placed a deadline of April 1, 2003 on this new requirement after
which shipments without the correct labeling will be refused entry.

Turkey exports dropped sharply in 2002 due to disease outbreaks and
trade disputes. Exports to Mexico fell 13 percent through November
and exports to Russia were less than half last year’s level. A doubling
of exports to Hong Kong helped mitigate some of the decline. Total
turkey exports in 2003 are forecast to rise 5-6 percent, and will be
driven primarily by shipments to Mexico. Exports to Russia will likely be
tempered by the policy change in the global poultry quota, due to be
instituted in early May. Ifimporters choose to focus on importing broiler
legs, turkey exports to Russia may drop further.

U.S., Brazil facing similar trade challenges with Russia

Brazil is facing export trade challenges with Russia that are very simi-
lar to ones that the U.S. has been dealing with for several months. A
Russian news report said recently that Russia was prepared to re-
strict meat imports from Brazil because of veterinary violations. Sergei
Dankvert, deputy minister of agriculture, was quoted as saying in the
report that the Brazilians violated Russia’s veterinary requirements.
“The dialogue between Brazil and our veterinary service is not effec-
tive,” Dankvert said. “Furthermore, there is also a desire to hide cases
of dangerous diseases of animals.” Dankvert said that some Brazilian
meat shipments arrived without veterinary certificates, as required,
and that some export documents contained erroneous information.
“The lack of respect for Russian laws may receive a tough response,”
Dankvert said.
