EU Avian Influenza Update

On July 11, 2003 all the restrictions imposed after the outbreaks of
avian influenza in the Netherlands expired, with the exception of the
surveillance zones around the outbreaks. Restrictions in Belgium and
parts of Germany had already been lifted in June. Effective July 12
exports of live poultry, hatching eggs and fresh, unprocessed poultry
manure and litter can restart.  The outbreak of Highly Pathogenic Avian
Influenza (HPAI) that started in late February is now considered as over.
About 30 million birds had to be killed to control the outbreak.

As a result of the HPAI outbreak, some 80 percent of Dutch turkey farms
were depopulated, over 55 percent of the table egg production is gone,
and 25 percent of the broiler farms closed. Duck production has been
cut in half. EU egg production will be 3-5 percent lower next year. USDA
forecast EU broiler exports to be 720 million tons in 2003, 15 percent
lower than 2002.

The EU is the world's third largest broiler exporter and the Netherlands
accounts for 29 percent of EU broiler exports to the world. In 2001
Saudi Arabia, Russia and China/Hong Kong were the largest  markets
for EU broilers. Russian First Deputy Agriculture Ministery Sergie
Dankvert said the EU decision was premature and Russia retained
the right to limit poultry imports from the European Union. Russia had
already banned poultry from Belgium and the Netherlands.

In the UK, a third of all chicken imports are from The Netherlands and
Belgium, about 150,000 tons of meat annually. Wholesale prices in
London on 2.5 to 3.5 pound broilers averaged US$1.86 the week of
July 11, 2003, up 14 percent compared to a year earlier. Skinless breast
fillets averaged US$5.36, an increase of 54 percent over a year ago.

European Commission Takes Member States to Court
Over Protection of Laying Hens

The European Commission decided to refer Austria, Belgium, Greece
and Italy to the European Court of Justice over their apparent failure to
implement Directive 1999/74/EC. All EU member states had until
January 1, 2003 to implement the 1999 Directive setting out minimum
standards for the protection of laying hens. Under the directive non-
enriched cages (without perches, nest boxes and litter areas) must
provide a minimum of 550 square centimeters per hen; enriched cages
must give at least 750 square centimeters per hen; and non-cage
systems have to provide at least one nest for every seven hens, along
with adequate perches and a stocking density at or below nine birds
per square meter of usable area.

Mexico:  TRQ for Ducks, Geese and Guinea Fowl
The Secretariat of Economy (SE) published on July 14, 2003, in the
Diario Oficial (Federal Register), a unilateral (from all the world) 2003
TRQ for imported whole ducks, geese, and guinea fowl for 200 MT at a
10 percent duty. This TRQ will be valid until December 31, 2003. The
SE will assign the TRQ by direct allocation for 20 MT per company,
which can be increased as long as there is a balance.

Related Trade Issues: The Secretariat of Agriculture (SAGARPA) through
the Animal Health Office requires two Avian influenza test for all poultry
products that are imported into Mexico: the agar gel immunodifusion
(AGID) procedure and hemagglutination inhibition test (HI). For the 20
km border areas in Mexico, SAGARPA exempts imported poultry from
the HI testing. However, products like ducks and geese have not been
able to comply with the HI test to be imported into Mexico beyond the 20
km border area. It seems that Canadian product is complying with AI
requirements.

With the exception of necks, supplies of tom parts were in good shape and the market tone was at least steady. Fresh breast meat was
steady and current demand kept supplies balanced. Frozen breast meat was available but buyers showed no interest. Fresh breast
pieces moved at 76, fresh scapula at 48 and fresh wing meat at 36 cents delivered. Nonbasted institutional sized breast: A grade 10-18
lb 85 cents; plant grade 12-14 lb 80-85, 12-16 lb 75 and 16-18 lb 73 cents. Export trading was light. Fresh thigh meat moved at 47 cents
delivered.
