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Singapore Partially Lifts Ban on Poultry and Eggs from Malaysia
In August Singapore banned imports of Malaysian poultry and eggs
after Highly Pathogenic Avian Influenza was reported in a small flock in
the northeastern state of Kelantan, near the Thai border.  Singapore
normally imports two-thirds of its egg supply and half of its poultry
supply from Malaysia. The ensuing shortages drove prices sharply
higher on poultry and eggs in Singapore.

Singapore’s Agri-Food and Veterinary Authority (AVA) and Malaysia’s
Department of Veterinary Services worked together to negotiate a limited
agreement to resume shipments from the southern states of Jonor
and Malacca, which are just across the causeway from Singapore.
The Malaysian government established a buffer zone in Pahang and
Negeri Sembilan, the two states bordering Jonor and Malacca. Malaysia
will enforce strict surveillance in the country and roadblocks to check
the movement of birds in Kelanta, and into Jonor and Malacca from
other states.

The AVA approved 95 farms to resume exports to Singapore including
85 chicken  broiler farms and 3 duck broiler farms. The supply of eggs
will remain tight because only 7 out of 17 egg farms had been approved
and supplies of ducks will continue to be tight since most ducks come
from farms in northern states. On the first day that imports were allowed,
trucks delivered 1.4 million eggs, 170,000 live chickens and 3,700 live
ducks.

Russia Limits Brazilian Meat Exports
Russia temporarily suspended imports of Brazilian animal products
on September 20, 2004 after Foot and Mouth Disease (FMD) was
detected on a remote island in the Amazon. Meat that has been thermally
treated will be accepted.

Brazil reported the case of FMD to the Office International des Epizooties
(OIE) on September 9, and the estimated date of primary infection was
August 18.  The outbreak is located more than 500 km from the zone
recognized as free from FMD with vaccination, and 2850 km northwest
of  Rio de Janeiro.  The government quarantined 11 ranches in the area
and deployed the military to patrol the area to prevent farmers from
moving cattle to parts of the country that export beef.

This is Brazil's second case of FMD this summer. On June 17, Brazil
notified the OIE of one outbreak of FMD on a farm on the River Amazon,
over 700 km from the area recognized by OIE as an FMD free zone.
Russia stopped accepting veterinary certificates for all meat and feed
from animals in Brazil, but on June 30, Russia lifted the ban everywhere
except the area where the outbreak had occurred.

The last previous outbreak of FMD in Brazil was in August 2001.

Thailand Battles Avian Influenza
Thailand’s Prime Minister Thaksin Shinawatra called on ministers to
eradicate the H5N1 virus by the end of October after the first possible
person-to-person transmission of the disease spurred the Prime
Minister to declare a national war against the disease. At an emergency
meeting, Thaksin told provincial governors to conduct a chicken census
of every household in the county. Since July, avian influenza has
resurfaced in 35 of Thailand’s 76 provinces.

The cooler, drier months begin in November. This is when migrating
birds start arriving in Thailand and is the start of the peak tourist season.
The United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) said the
existence of reservoirs of infection in migrating ducks and other wild
birds presents a serious challenge to eradication. On September 27,
FAO and OIE released a statement calling the avian influenza epidemic
in Asia a "crises of global imporance."

Thai Agriculture Minister Somsak Thepsutin said livestock officials were
directing millions of volunteers and officials to visit every village to report
sick chickens. The government wants farmers to build better-sealed
coops requiring costly ventilation systems and to end the practice of
raising fowl in open-air farms.  Chickens in Thailand often wander
freely and flocks of ducks move over wide areas. There are about 50
million chickens, ducks and other fowl owned by households.

Government officials admitted they had not done a good job of educating
people in rural areas.  Thailand’s poultry exports this year may fall 60
percent, to 200,000 metric tons.
