Some sellers have started to express increased confidence in the overall market as they listen to rumors of damage done by
hurricane Floyd in the East and anticipate the consequences of the lost turkey production.  Meanwhile, others watch for reports
of pork production losses in the East from hurricane Floyd and possible benefits for dark meat items.
