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NATIONAL TURKEY MARKET -  AT A GLANCE
DOMESTIC MARKET HIGHLIGHTS
Trade sentiment was about steady, with asking prices trending slightly higher. Demand was light to fair. A fair volume of
trading was reported in the East and Central regions on frozen commodity for current shipment. Fresh trading was active in
the East for holiday needs. In the Midwest 10 loads of hens moved at 82 cents, 10 loads of toms at 74 cents, and an addi-
tional 10 loads each of hens and toms traded with price ceilings of 82 and 74 respectively.  Offerings of frozen whole turkey
light to adequate, fresh generally adequate. Thigh meat and fresh destrapped tenders were tight and the tone was firm.
Breast meat supplies were mixed.
EXPORT MARKET HIGHLIGHTS
Strongest demand was for thigh meat and mechanically separated turkey (MST). Interest in tom v-type wings to Asia slowed
due to the need for product to arrive before the Chinese New Year.
