DOMESTIC MARKET HIGHLIGHTS
The market tone steady to fully steady on toms, steady to firm on hens. Demand light. No trading reported. Offerings
mixed and ranged from light to adequate. Meat and parts trading light with most interest coming from the export area.

EXPORT MARKET HIGHLIGHTS
Trading and demand fairly good on tom drums, thigh meat and mechanically separated turkey going to Mexico. Inquiry
fairly good from Asia but finding no firm commitiments. Balance of items generally slow.

Trade sentiment steady to instances fully steady on tom drums with increased seller confidence noted as some start asking higher prices.
Full-cut tom wing trade sentiment about steady with a few sellers’ inventories starting to move into a better balance, buyers, meanwhile, still
indicate no problems finding product. Frozen thigh meat undertone mixed with some sellers more confident that others. Demand on bulk
parts light to fair for domestic with necks the slowest. Export demand continued to be active on tom drums, tom full-cut wings and frozen
thigh meat. Trading centered on frozen thigh meat and tom full-cut wings for export, light to fair on the balance of items. Open priced frozen

mechanically separated turkey trading light for export. Offerings of necks available.

Demand continued to be the most active on tom drums, wings
and thigh meat for export. Tom breast meat, destrapped tenderloin and 4-8 Ib. breast demand light to fair at best. Trading light on all items.
Offerings of fresh tom breast meat adequate to instances burdensome, fresh destrapped tenderloins light to adequate, frozen tom breast
meat and frozen destrapped tenderloins light.
