Trade sentiment steady to instances firm on tom drums and frozen thigh meat with frozen thigh meat the strongest, tom full-cut wings at
least steady. The strength on the tom drums, frozen thigh meat and tom full-cut wings is due mostly to an active export inquiry. Some
sellers note most of the inquiry is from Mexico and Asia, however, there is improved interest noted from Russia. Trading was active on tom
drums, moderately light on tom full-cut wings and frozen thigh meat for export. Domestic trading centered on a light volume of fresh
mechanically separated turkey. Fresh tom breast meat market continued mixed with trading noted at lower price levels. A load of frozen
over 6 month old tom breast meat traded at 165 cents delivered. Some over 6 month old scapula was offered at mixed price levels.
