Trade sentiment fully steady to firm on fresh tom breast meat and fresh destrapped tenderloins for the fair to good demand. Demand,
however, continued light on frozen tom breast meat and frozen destrapped tenderloins with a steady at best trade sentiment noted. Fresh
tom breast meat and destrapped tenderloin offerings were light at best while frozen continued to be noted as available. Domestic trading
was light on all items. Some trading was noted on hearts at 17, tails 21, and fresh whole tenderloins 138 cents delivered. Export trading
was moderately heavy on tom drums with spot discounting noted on lighter sized product. The balance of export trading consisted of light

volumes. Tom necks traded at 13.50 cents delivered port for export.
