The undertone on 4-8 lb. breasts ranged steady to fully steady on Grade A’s and steady on plant grades.  Demand ranged light to fair.  Offerings
of Grade A 4-8 lb. breasts were light to adequate and held with increased confidence, plant grades adequate.  The undertone was generally
steady on thigh meat with offerings held with varying degrees of confidence.  The undertone on bulk parts was fully steady on necks and hen
parts, steady at best on tom wings, and barely steady on tom drums.  Export demand continued active on tom drums at steady to lower trending
prices, fair on tails for the limited offerings, and light to fair on wings.  Most sellers were resisting the lower buyer bids on tom 2-joint wings.  The
undertone on skin added mechanically separated turkey (MST) was steady on fresh, frozen steady to fully steady.
