Limited sales
for prompt shipment reported. Inquiry for whole birds was inactive. Offerings were adequate to fully adequate. Bulk
parts and meats trading was light to moderate. The week started slow after the extended holiday weekend. Demand
mixed.

Trade sentiment was mostly steady on tom drums, steady to fully steady on thigh meat and mechanically separated turkey (MST). Inquiry on
fresh and frozen MST continued to be noted from both domestic and export channels. Thigh meat and tom drum demand ranged from light
to fair with the best interest noted for exports. Some sellers have noted some increased inquiry for Mexico for June shipments. Trading
centered on a heavy volume of tom drums for export, balance light. Hearts traded at 31 cents delivered domestic and tom necks at 28 cents
delivered export. Offerings of MST light, thigh meat and drums ranged light to adequate.
