The undertone was mostly steady on tom breast meat and destrapped tenderloins with some sellers expressing increased confidence for
post holiday market conditions. The trade sentiment on 15-20% mechanically separated turkey (MST) was mostly steady with increased
cautiousness noted. Demand was fair to good on white meat items and MST for the generally adequate supplies. Rib breast trading was
light on private label Grade A 4-8 Ib. breasts with no net and timer. Parts loads of Grade A non-basted 10-12 Ib. breasts traded at 110-115
and plant grade basted 16-20 Ib. breasts at 110 cents delivered. Offerings of Grade A 4-8 |b. breasts were light at best with private labels the
least available, plant grades adequate. Export inquiry slow to moderate. Buyers continued to bid thigh meat lower. Trading fair on fresh tom

breast meat for domestic shipments, balance light.
