Also, some sales reported
with price ceilings for October, hens 69 cents and 66 cents for toms. Supplies of hens mixed with the lighter weights (12
Ib. and down) being the least available. Bulk parts and meats trading was light, trading centered on light volumes of frozen
tom breast meat.

Frozen tom breast meat
demand slow to moderate with trading noted at steady prices. Frozen thigh meat and tom drums continued active for the limited offerings
with exports being the main driver. Trading centered on light volumes of frozen tom breast meat for domestic and on tom drums and frozen
thigh meat for export.
