DOMESTIC MARKET HIGHLIGHTS

Trade sentiment was steady to fully steady on frozen turkeys. Offerings of hens were very light, toms about fair.
Inquiries and trading centered on fill in needs. Fresh activity was fairly heavy on hens and toms for November
delivery at open prices. Fresh hens for November were tight in areas, fresh toms about adequate. Fresh breast
meat demand was light and forced some product into the freezer. White meat trims were very strong and short of
needs. Bulk parts were tight on tom full cut wings and necks, spotty on tom drums.

EXPORT MARKET HIGHLIGHTS
Export activity was light with some buyer resistance to current prices on tom drums and thigh meat. Two containers
of thigh trim traded at 36 cents delivered port.

Trade sentiment on tom breast meat steady to instances weak, fresh destrapped tenderloins were mixed and frozen were steady at best.
Demand slow to fair. Offerings of tom breast meat were adequate to ample, destrapped tenderloins uneven. Trading was slow on all items.
However, increased interest and trading was being noted on tom 2-joint wings at the lower trending price levels. Supplies of tom drums
continued to show signs of increased availability with offering prices noted at mostly steady price levels. Offerings of tom necks and full-cut
wings continued light at best. Frozen thigh meat trade sentiment is starting to become unsettled as a few industry members have started
noting lower trending offering prices while others remain confident in the market.

The undertone was steady to instances weak on tom 2-joint wings, steady on drums, fully steady on full-cut wings and tom necks. Demand
was slow to moderate. Offerings of tom 2-joint wings were in a full range, but mostly adequate to ample with offer prices continuing to be
noted at lower trending prices. Drum offerings were short to adequate. Full-cut wing and tom neck offerings short of buyer needs with
interest for fresh toms wings going unfilled. Hen neck offerings continued to attract little buyer interest. Tom breast meat trade sentiment
was steady to weak, fresh destrapped tenderloins mixed with some willing to negotiated on spot loads while others are tight, frozen
destrapped tenderloins steady at best with the balance of white meat items strong. Trading centered on a moderately heavy volume of fresh
15-20% mechanically separated turkey and a fair volume of fresh 4-8 |b. breasts, balance light. Fresh scapula traded at 137 cents delivered.
