Trade sentiment on tom breast meat steady to instances weak, destrapped tenderloins cautiously steady, balance of white meat about
steady. Demand slow on fresh tom breast meat, light to instances fair on frozen tom breast meat and the balance of white meat items.
Offerings available with fresh tom breast meat held with the least confidence. Trade sentiment on drums and 2-joint wings steady to
instances fully steady, necks and full-cut wings steady to barely steady. Domestic bulk parts demand was light. Export demand was light to
instances fair on bulk parts. Offerings of 2-joint wings light, drums light to adequate, full-cut wings mixed, necks available. Domestic trading
was heavy on fresh mechanically separated turkey, balance light. Export trading was heavy on frozen thigh meat at steady prices, balance
slow.

Demand was slow on fresh tom
breast meat, light to instances fair on frozen with buyers bidding at lower prices. Offerings of tom breast meat were readily available with
some sellers more willing to negotiate than others. Destrapped tenderloin offerings ranged light to adequate and held with confidence.
Wing meat with skin offerings were at least adequate. Trade sentiment on 4-8 Ib. breasts ranged steady to barely steady with offerings mixed
in availability. The trade sentiment on thigh meat was steady to fully steady for some export destinations, steady at best for others. Offerings
of tom drums were light with a few processors anticipating a tightening of supplies due to improved domestic further processed demand.

Trading was light on all items.
