DOMESTIC MARKET HIGHLIGHTS

The market tone on whole body hens and toms continued mostly steady to instances firm. Offerings and inquiries
were light, overall very quiet. Fresh breast meat was steady at best and supplies were more than sufficient for the
light demand. Fresh destrapped tenders were mostly steady and supplies were adequate. Bulk parts were at
least adequate for the spotty demand, except hen and tom v-type wings were in a closer position.

Trading was extremely light. The market tone on frozen thigh meat and mechanically separated turkey varied by

destination.

The domestic market was generally slowing on most items for pre-holiday needs as the upcoming holiday approaches. Some buyers have
noted increased offerings of fresh tom breast meat for prompt shipments. The tom bulk parts undertone was at least steady on 2-joint
wings, steady to barely steady on the balance of items. Demand was light and trading slow. Offerings of tom parts were light on 2-joint
wings, balance available with drums and necks the most abundant. Export demand was light. Some last minute inquiry was noted for
Russia as buyers attempt to purchase and ship product before permits expire. Grade A non-basted 10-12 Ib. breasts traded at 105 and 12-
14 Ib. breasts at 110 cents delivered domestic. Frozen -15% mechanically separated turkey (current production) traded at 13 cents shipping
point for export.

Domestic and export markets slow. Some exporters were attending a major convention in Canada. The trade sentiment on fresh tom breast
meat was steady to barely steady and mostly steady on fresh destrapped tenderloins for pre-holiday needs. Offerings of fresh tom breast
meat were adequate to fully adequate and fresh destrapped tenderloins adequate. The market tone on breast trim was steady to barely
steady, scapula about steady, and frozen wing meat with skin steady to weak. Offerings of frozen wing meat with skin were adequate to
instances burdensome, scapula light to adequate, and breast trim adequate to fully adequate. Frozen thigh meat supplies were held with

varied degrees of confidence.
