Seller sentiment on frozen hens and consumer sized toms was barely steady to fully steady, mostly steady. Buyer
sentiment was barely steady. Demand was light to fair. No trading reported. Offerings of current production adequate to
instances fully adequate on 12-16 |Ib. hens and consumer sized toms, 8-12 Ib. sizes light at best. Some industry
members have heard of spot offerings of older product. Bulk parts and meat trading light. Sized fresh tom breast meat
traded at higher prices.

Trading light with activity centered on tom drums. Frozen commodity hens traded at 61 and toms at 55 cents shipping
point for export. Demand was slow to instances moderate, mostly slow with some last minute inquiry noted for Russia.

The undertone on fresh tom breast meat was steady to fully steady for immediate needs, balance of fresh white meat steady. Demand light
to instances fair with best inquiry noted on fresh tom breast meat for prompt shipments. Offerings of fresh tom breast meat ranged from
instances ample in the West to light to adequate, depending on desired delivery time frames. The frozen white meat undertone was steady
to instances weak with scapula and frozen destrapped tenderloins steadiest. Frozen white meat demand was slow for the adequate to
ample offerings. Domestic and export trading centered on a moderate volume of fresh mechanically separated turkey, balance light. Fresh
wing meat traded at 54-57 mostly 56, Grade A non-basted 16-20 Ib. breasts 105 cents delivered.

The undertone on bulk parts was mostly steady. Inquiry was light to instances fair, best for exports with most sellers resisting the lower buyer
bids. Some spot weakness was noted on full-cut wings into export channels as sellers clean up excess inventories. The thigh meat
undertone ranged from cautiously steady to instances fully steady with the strength due to some last minute Russian inquiry. Thigh meat
demand, otherwise, was light for export and domestic shipments. Offerings mixed. The undertone on fresh mechanically separate turkey
(MST) was steady to fully steady for prompt shipments, mostly steady for deferred. Frozen MST undertone was fully steady on product from
new production for prompt shipments, balance about steady. MST demand was fair on fresh, light on frozen. Domestic and export trading
light on all items. Grade A 12-14 Ib. non-basted breasts 105, frozen breeder destrapped tenderloins 107 cents delivered. Tom defatted
gizzards traded at 53.50 cents and scapula 76 cents delivered export.
