White meat trade sentiment was steady to instances weak. Demand seasonally slow with a few further processors noting cooked and deli
movement slower than anticipated for the time of year. Offerings readily available as some sellers attempt to attract buyer interest at lower
trending offering price levels. The export undertone on thigh meat was mixed. Strength was noted on thigh meat into some export channels
due to the limited number of capable suppliers while others lowered their offering prices in an attempt to attract buyer inquiry. Trading was
light on all items with activity centered on tom necks for domestic shipments.

NATIONAL YOUNG TURKEY PARTS AND BULK MEAT, FROZEN (UNLESS SPECIFIED), CENTS PER LB., DELIVERED FIRST RECEIVERS,
PART AND FULL TRUCKLOTS AS OF 8 JANUARY 2003.

The white meat market continued steady to weak, however, increased activity was noted on frozen at the lower trending price levels.
Demand light as sellers aggressively attempt to move frozen inventories. Offerings ranged from adequate to burdensome. Some
processors continued to note slower than anticipated cooked and deli demand while a few processors report heavier than expected live
production weights resulting in additional product available for sale. The undertone on tom bulk parts was about steady on 2-joints, mixed
on the balance of items with some sellers more willing to negotiate than others. Demand light on bulk parts for domestic shipments with
the best interest noted on hen 2-joints. Export demand ranged light to fair on bulk parts with Russian buyers the most aggressive, balance
cautious. Domestic trading centered on light volumes of frozen white meat with -6 months age, balance slow. Export trading centered on a

moderate volume of tom drums, balance light. Grade A non-basted 18-20 Ib. breasts traded at 95 cents delivered Domestic. For export:
frozen mechanically separated turkey -60 days age 12, tom necks 15, fresh tom drums 18 cents delivered.
