The market tone on tom bulk parts was fully steady instances firm on drums and full-cut wings. Steady to barely steady on 2-joint wings
and barely steady to weak on necks. Bulk parts inquiry was limited for domestic usage, moderate to good for drums and full-cut wings for
export, balance of product for domestic and export slow. Supplies of tom drums and full-cut wings close to adequate, with the balance of
parts mixed regionally. Mechanically separated turkey remains soft and more than sufficient for current need. Demand light for the ad-
equate to ample offerings. Trading was light on all items. Export trading noted on frozen tom necks 16.5 cents.

The market tone on fresh white meat was steady to barely steady, frozen steady to weak. Some processors noted increased add-on
business to fresh tom breast meat contracts, otherwise, fresh white meat demand light for the adequate to ample offerings. Frozen white
meat demand was slow with only very limited buyer interest noted. Offerings of frozen white meat ranged adequate to burdensome. The
undertone was mostly steady on thigh meat with buyers resisting the lower buyer bids for some export destinations. Trading centered on

light volumes of tom drums for export, balance slow. Tom necks traded at 16.50 cents delivered export.
