DOMESTIC MARKET HIGHLIGHTS

The market tone on 8-16 Ib. hens and 16-24 Ib. toms was steady to fully steady. Demand was light to moderate. A fair
volume of hens moved in the Central Region at steady prices and in the West a light volume of hens traded at higher
trending prices. Hens for October shipment were offered at 65 cents. Trading light on bulk meats and parts. Spot loads
of fresh tom breast meat were available. Supplies of most hen and tom parts were tight.

EXPORT MARKET HIGHLIGHTS
Trading was fair, centering on tom drums and tom full cut wings. One container of defatted gizzards moved at 53 cents
delivered port. Some buyer resistance was noted at current asking prices.

The fresh tom breast meat market was mostly steady, balance of fresh white meat was steady to fully steady. Demand on fresh tom breast
meat was slow to fair with some buyers not as aggressive as previous weeks, moderate on the balance of fresh white meat. Offerings of fresh
tom breast meat ranged light to adequate, balance of fresh white meat light. The undertone on tom bulk parts, thigh meat and mechanically
separated turkey was steady to fully steady. Demand fair to good for the limited offerings. Trading light on all items. For domestic: 10-14 Ib.
plan grade non-basted breasts 90, 14-16 |b. plant grade non-basted breasts 95, 16-18 Ib. Grade A frozen non-basted WOGs 60, defatted
gizzards 62 and livers 17 cents delivered pet foods. Some tom necks traded at 17.50 cents delivered export.

The undertone on fresh tom breast meat was steady to about steady and fresh destrapped tenderloins mostly steady. Spot premiums were
noted on parts loads of fresh tom breast meat and destrapped tenderloins due to freight considerations. Demand slow to moderate. Offerings
were mixed with spot availability noted for both prompt and deferred shipments. The bulk parts, thigh meat and mechanically separated turkey
undertone continued steady to firm with supplies generally held with confidence. Demand moderate. Interest for fresh hen drums went
unfilled. Domestic trading was light and centered on frozen destrapped tenderloins with -6 months age, fresh tom breast meat and tom bulk
parts. Export trading light and centered on bulk parts. Some companies in the East continued to prepare for landfall of hurricane Isabel with

some companies closing Thursday due to the storm.
